Dear Parent/Carer 
 
Welcome back to school all – it’s great to be back. Happy New Year! I hope that you all enjoyed 
the holidays. I know that we had a lot of illness in our school community over Christmas break;

This 
offers you the opportunity to work alongside your child and to be able to explore their learning 
and experience a snapshot of their school day. As an observer and ‘learning buddy’, you will 
encounter a typical lesson that your child takes part in daily. The focus for the session is 
mathematics. 
  
Teaching staff see this as an excellent opportunity for you to gain more of an insight into how they 
deliver lessons and how they and Teaching Assistants work with your child. 
  
Due to class sizes and space constraints, we are only able to accommodate ten parents in a 
classroom per session – one parent per family. Please fill in the form below to request a place. If 
you are unable to make the date, or miss out on a place, don’t worry, as we intend to run the 
open times again this academic year.  Our children are eager for you to see how hard they work 
and for you to experience at first hand, what excellent activities they can experience.

If it falls during the school 
day, you will be notified through ParentHub if you need to pick up from school early. Fingers 
crossed it keeps well-away. 
Attendance: I am hoping that all of us being ill over Christmas has ensured that we will not catch 
any more viruses and bugs. Please avoid taking time off school during term time for holidays and 
ensure that as many medical appointments are made outside of school time.
